PrayerMates pairs
incarcerated men
and women one-
to-one with
individuals in the
community on a
confidential, first-
name-only basis to
pray daily for one
another’s needs
and concerns.

There are many ways to show your
care & concern for others. Prayer is
one of these ways. No matter who
you are, what religion you practice,
whether your problem is big or
small, praying with love each day
for another will change your heart.

The greatest power that each of us
has is the power of prayer. Each
day, with hearts in silence and
prayer for one another, inmates
and community members can
connect spiritually in a most
meaningful way.

ABOUT CENTREPEACE: CentrePeace promotes
a restorative justice system by modeling
programs within our communities and
correctional facilities that are based on
healing brokenness rather than on
vengeance, on peace rather than on fear
and offering avenues for accountability
rather than alienation.

ACCEPTANCE

Your acceptance into PrayerMates
means that you are making a sincere
commitment to be in prayer daily on be-
half of your PrayerMate. We ENCOUR-
AGE frequent letters between partners as
a reminder that each is in prayer for the
other and to share responses to previous
prayer requests

All communication between Prayer-
Mates is channeled through Centre-
Peace. Each PrayerMate agrees to in-
form CentrePeace if he/she is unable to
confinue. Because PrayerMates honors
and protects each program participant’s
anonymity, the use of last names, inmate
ID numbers, addresses, photographs and
non-prayer requests between Prayer-
Mates is expressly prohibited.

NOW WHAT?

Once an inmate or community volunteer
returns a completed and signed accep-
tance form fo CenfrePeace, s/he is either
immediately matched with a PrayerMate
or is placed on a waiting list until a suit-
able match can be found. Forinmates, a
waiting list that can be months long is not
unusual. So please be patient.

Once matched, each prayer partner's
request is first screened then forwarded
privately to his/her prayer partner. All
correspondence is held in strictest
confidence.
